INTRODUCTION
What does it mean when Jesus says, ‘For the Son of Man came to seek and to save the Lost?’  Jesus believed that people were lost without him.  But how did Jesus go after them?  Since it is our vision to imitate Christ and tell his story to our global community by word and deed, we want to look at Jesus’ relationship with the lost of his day so that we might learn how to deal with the lost people around us.   
APPLICATION QUESTIONS
1. Do you believe that people are lost without Jesus?  Why or why not?

2. Read Luke 19:1-10. Whose house was Jesus in when he said that the Son of Man came to seek and to save the lost?  Why is this significant? 
3. Read Matthew 9:35-38. What is Jesus attitude toward the lost?  Why is this significant?
4. What hinders you from imitating Christ and telling his story to the lost? 
SOMETHING TO THINK ABOUT
Did you know 75% - 95% of Christians credit a friend or a family member with leading them to Christ?  Less than 1% credit a crusade, 4%-5% credit a pastor, and only 6%-8% credit a church ministry.
