INTRODUCTION
The term “born again” has a wide range of meanings in American culture.  Unfortunately, most of the definitions have nothing to do with the Biblical meaning of the term thus causing widespread confusion among Christians and non-Christians alike. APPLICATION QUESTIONS
1. What do you think of when you hear the term “born again?”  In what ways have you heard others use this term?
2. Read John 3:1-10.  Why do you think Nicodemus came to Jesus by night?
3. What is Jesus referring to when he talks about water and spirit in vs.5?            (See Ezekiel 36:25-27)  Why is this significant?

4. What is Jesus communicating about the new birth in v.6? (Gen 2:7 may help)  Why is this significant?

5. What point is Jesus making by comparing spiritual birth to the wind?
6. Have you been “born again?”
