Witnessing to our Faith:

INTRODUCTION
Sharing the good news of Jesus Christ with others conjures up a lot of feelings and emotions.  Most of us think we have to share the gospel in a specific way and, if we were honest, we are scared to do it in that way.  For some reason most Christians think evangelism has to happen according to a certain technique or formula.  In reality, Jesus is calling his people to allow their lifestyle and relationships to share the gospel.  
APPLICATION QUESTIONS
1. What comes to mind when you hear the phrase – “Witnessing to our faith?”

2. Read Luke 5:1-11.  What are the 3 witnessing principles found in these verses?

3. How much emphasis do you place on relationships when you witness?  Why are relationships important?

4. What hinders you from building relationships and allowing your life to be a witness to love of God?  
5. Look closely at your sphere of influence, especially those who are not yet believers.  Write their names down.  Are you building a relationship with them?  Are you praying for them?  Would they be willing to come with you to Alpha on April 11th?
